Conflicts of interest may arise, for example, when
giving orreceiving gifts orinvitations.

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to accept or give any direct financial gratuities (for ex-
ample, cash, cheques or bank transfers).

The giving and accepfance of customary courtesy
and promotional gifts of low value as well as business
meals and invitations to events with a direct business
connection within a framework appropriate to the
business situation and the position of the parties in-
volved are permissible.
